Course Objectives: At the end of Discourse Strategies 1 and 2, participants will be more aware of how English speakers adapt language for a formal situation.  In addition to this awareness, participants will learn to express themselves properly in a formal English-speaking situation.  More specifically, they will be able to utilize diplomatic strategies and to initiate and sustain discussions with a high degree of control.
Course Description: In Discourse Strategies, Part 1, participants will learn to:

· Assess their audience and formulate their style of speech accordingly;

· Utilise specific strategies for the acceptable delivery of a message;

· Execute effective functions of language such as: 

· opening a talk
· presenting as opinion
· giving examples
· agreeing & disagreeing
· stating preferences
· concluding
