How can I find a clue?  Searching the Internet

· Use a Search Engine  www.google.com   - You can go here and enter the phrase as a search.  Remember to put quotation marks around it!  You will find websites which use this phrase.  Perhaps you can find a good sample sentence here.

· Use a Meta-Dictionary www.onelook.com  - You can go here to find either a definition or sample sentence.  Type in the phrase.  You will find some of the phrases here, but not all of them.

· Use a Concordancer http://132.208.224.131/Concord.htm  - You can go here to see the phrase used in context.  This is a perfect place to find a sample phrase or sentence.  To do a search, you only need to do the following:

· In the box after ‘equal to’, type the collocation
· From the ‘In Corpus’ selection menu, choose ‘All of the Above’.

· Then click on ‘Search for Concordancers’
