I know a great Thai restaurant in Williamsburg, Brooklyn.  It’s called ‘Sea’.  Their fish, Thai spring rolls and noodle dishes are delicious.  Also, the prices are excellent.  For example, a main dish costs about $7-15.  The atmosphere is very interesting.  There are swings in the waiting area, a pool of water with a Buddha and a boat in it, many colored lights, and small TV screens in the bathrooms (You can watch people eating in the restaurant!).  Downstairs, there is a karaoke bar.
It takes about 20-25 minutes to get there from the UN.  

To get there by subway, you can take the green ‘4’ or ‘5’ express downtown train from Grand Central.  Go one stop to ‘14th Street/Union Square’.  Then change to the Brooklyn-bound grey ‘L’ train.  Go three stops to ‘Bedford’.  Exit to Bedford Street.  From the corner of Bedford St. and North 7th Street, walk one block to North 6th Street.  Then turn right and walk two blocks.  After you cross Berry Street, you will see it on your left.  Sea is at 114 N. 6th St.  The cross streets are Berry Street and Wythe Street.

I know a great Belgian restaurant in Tribeca.  It’s called ‘Petite Abeille’.  For Sunday brunch, their waffles, coffee and egg dishes are delicious.  Also, the prices are very good  For example, a large waffle costs about $5-$7.  The atmosphere is very nice.  There are checkered table cloths, French posters on the wall, and books for young children to read.  On Sundays, it is very crowded after 11am.  It is good to go early.
There are four locations in New York: 

· 401 East 20th Street  (Cross Street is 1st Avenue)

· 466 Hudson Street   (Cross Street is Barrow Street)

· 44 W. 17th Street     (Cross Streets are 5th and 6th Avenues)

· 134 W. Broadway   (Cross Street is Duane Street)

I know the 134 W. Broadway location. It takes about 20 minutes to get there from the UN.  
To get to there by subway, you can take the green ‘4’ or ‘5’ express downtown train from Grand Central.  Go two stops to ‘Brooklyn Bridge / City Hall’.  Exit to Chambers Street (behind city hall).  From the corner of Broadway and Chambers Street, walk four blocks to W. Broadway.  You will see it on your left.
